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Background

"Transilvania” Technical College was founded in
1972, in Baia Mare, Maramures county, in the North
of Romania, as a technological high school of 4
classes studying mechanics, and in a short period of
time it reached a number of 2700 students.

After 1990 the management of the school
decided to diversify the domains of study for
students, facilitating them a better access to the
labor market and also the possibility to continue
their studies in universities.
